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MANORVILLE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH
	Our church is celebrating 128 years of ministry this month. The original building was built in 1891 for the First Methodist Church. Dr. W. S. Trosh said, “This church was built during the hardest year of the recent depression and it certainly is a credit to the community in which it stands. It only goes to prove what God can do when a group of people decide to give Him His way with their lives.”
	On May 4, 1932, ground was broken for the present building with wood from the old building used for the attic rafters. This church was built in large part by volunteers who worked for food during the Great Depression. Bricks were donated by George Reese Brick Plant in Reesedale. Reese Cunningham used his barge “The PeeWee” to transport the bricks to Manorville. A $43,000 church was built for $8,000 during those difficult times. November 20, 1932, the new church building was dedicated. 
	Over these many years, our church has been instrumental in supporting the community in many different ways-Vacation Bible School, CROPWalk, CHRISTstock, food bank, UMCOR, Casual Church, Senior’s Lunches, spaghetti dinners as fund raisers, Oktoberfest for US Disaster relief, ham loaf dinner for STOP Hunger Now. Mechling-Shakeley Veteran’ Center, ARC Manor, HAVIN, Shoe Boxes for Spirit Lake Ministry in Sheyenne, North Dakota (and we continue to send new and gently used children’s clothes and shoes to them), shoes collected for Erie-Meadville Alliance, supporting the Ruth M. Smith Home with supplies that included a load of furniture-and these are just a few of the many missions we have supported BECAUSE we are a mission church.
	We have shared Bible studies, baptisms, sacrament of communion, thousands of sermons, dozens of pastors assigned to bring God’s message to us, picnics, making apple butter, hayrides, fellowship with lots of laughter (and sometimes, tears). We have become a “family of God” in our church along the Allegheny River…where love flows.
