Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
	They have been amazing to watch!  Have you seen them on their journey?  For almost a year now, a herd of elephants in China have been on the move.  Scientists have been left shaking their heads, wondering what was going on.  Drones and cameras have caught the herd napping and swimming and walking across bridges.  They have eaten their way across miles of territory, devouring everything from crops and gardens to emptying garbage containers at a nursing home.  City streets and highways are the paths they are taking.  What are they doing and where are they going?
	In his letter to the members of the church in Corinth, Paul is explaining his method of evangelism to them.  To the Jew, he becomes a Jew.  To the Gentile, he becomes a Gentile.  To the weak, he becomes weak.  In effect, what Paul is saying is that when he encounters someone who does not know Christ, he leans into their culture so that he can understand their background.  In that understanding, he can then empathize with their lives.  And in that empathizing, he can proclaim Christ to them, showing them how Christ can make a difference in the life they are currently leading.
	Paul is teaching the Corinthians that it is through relationships with those outside the faith that they will be saved by the gospel.  It is by going to meet people where they are, without judgment, without a holier than thou attitude, that Christ can be effectively proclaimed, and souls can be saved.  People need to know that we care before they will care what we know.
	After some coaxing and some well-placed bananas and treats, the elephants are almost home on their protected reserve.  But another herd has begun its own journey.  As far as anyone can determine, the elephants are moving to find enough food to eat.  Their grazing territory is being destroyed by urbanization and farming.  They are displaying adaptive behavior to their stressful situation by moving from one area to the next to find food for survival.
	Church, we live in a culture in which most of our young people list “no religious affiliation” when asked about the faith they practice.  We have generations of people now who do not know Jesus and for whom the church is an irrelevant institution.  And like Paul and the elephants, we must learn some adaptive behavior.  We must learn about the people who are our neighbors.  We must understand the culture we live in.  We simply must be willing to listen, to learn, to change according to how God’s Spirit leads us so that we can save some for kingdom of God.  This is our God given mission and the only reason to be the church of Jesus.
