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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
It felt like I was living in another country.  What does you’uns mean?  It took a while for me to figure out it was the slang for the plural ‘you.’  Other conversations had me confused as to what kind of drink “pop” was or what in the world was a “buggy?”  And for goodness sake who goes to the ‘beach?’  Where I hailed from, we drank soda, used a shopping cart, and we vacationed at the shore.  Clearly, Toto, we were not in Kansas anymore!
What we know as the Apostles’ Creed likely originated from the Old Roman Creed which was in use as early as the second century.  Its current form evolved over the centuries and was finally recognized by Charlemagne in the early ninth century.  Even if we do not recite it often in worship, when we do the words come back to us from somewhere deep in the soul of our faith.
The creed states those beliefs about God, Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit that every Christian holds in common.  Whether we live in the USA or Germany or Peru, all around the globe Christians believe what is stated in the Apostles’ Creed.  Belief in God the Father, Christ his son and the Holy Spirit are the foundational truths of every Christian’s faith.  We can differ on just about everything else, but these things are true for all of us.  
John Wesley had great hopes for the people called “Methodists.”  He hoped that Methodists would lead the way in living scriptural holiness.  He hoped that Methodists would become a people of God, and not a hollow form of religion.  Wesley believed this was possible because, “But as to all opinions which do not strike at the root of Christianity, we (Methodists) think and let think.”
It is popular in our culture today to lash out at those who express opinions different from our own.  At times, that attitude has wormed its way into our church, and into our relationships with one another.  We have set aside the roots of our faith and have allowed ourselves to be distracted from what matters most, our faith in God the Father Almighty, and in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, and in the Holy Spirit.
No, I don’t live in Kansas.  I live in Western Pennsylvania.  I still don’t say you’uns.  I drink soda and use a shopping cart, but when I can I love to sit on the beach!  I love the way this end of the state embraces its neighbors and how we are all the same when we wear black and gold.  It’s all a matter of remembering our roots.
As United Methodist Christians, we need to sink ourselves deeply into our roots of faith. The roots expressed in the Apostles’ Creed unite us as the people of God in those beliefs that matter the most.  It is those roots that ground us in God and not in the world.  It is those roots that save us through Jesus Christ.  It is those roots that empower us to live faithfully in the Holy Spirit.  And to everything else, “…we think and let think.”
