Message



Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
“Let’s paint the bathroom!  It needs some color,” she said.  The beige that was inherited from the previous renters was dull and tiresome.  “Great idea,” he said, “What color?”  “How about yellow?” came the answer.  And so it was, the bathroom became yellow.  “Hon, I’m not really liking the yellow,” she said.  “Oh, okay.  What color would you like?” he asked reluctantly.  “How about green?”   And so it was, the bathroom became green.  He caught her eyeing the bathroom walls and tried to avoid her.  Too late.  “Babe, the green’s not working either,” she sighed.  You’ve got to be kidding me, he’s thinking while smiling at her.  “What color this time?” he says holding his tongue.  “Peach, definitely, peach.”  And so it was, the bathroom became peach until the day they moved out, 3 years later.
King Solomon, the wisest man to have ever lived, is the author of Proverbs.  Throughout the collection of sayings, wisdom is found in the revealed will of God for the nation and for individuals.  The collection was written so that the readers would learn the fear of the Lord and to receive teaching in righteous living through justice.  
This verse contains a warning.  When the people of God do not pay attention to the vision that God has for them, they have no future.  When the people of God do not earnestly seek out God’s direction for their lives, they will die.  When the people of God ignore God’s will for them, they will produce no lasting legacy of faith.  
It is more imperative than ever that we as the people of God discover again God’s vision for our churches.  As we all seek to bring the kingdom of God to our neighborhoods, we need to earnestly pray for God to reveal God’s vision and plan for our churches.  If we do not have that vision, we will spin our wheels and we will be unable to impact our local world for God.  
The last time George and I painted a bathroom, we painted it white.  It was white when we bought the house.  It was white the 20 years we lived there.  It was white when we sold it.  Clearly, I do not have an interior decorator’s vision for our home.  Without vision, our bathroom remained white and uninteresting.
Thankfully for the church, God has a vision and plan that will lead us into a future that stamps the kingdom of God on the hearts of our neighbors and friends.  God's vision for our churches will change lives.  The wisdom of Solomon is true today.  Where there is no vision, the people perish.  Not only will the people of God perish, but the people who will not know God’s love through us will also perish.  
Let us diligently seek after God’s vision for our churches so that all may live.
